
Use only properly grounded electrical equipment

�Never remove the ground pin from a plug

��Report exposed wires or terminals to your supervisor

Never use an electrical panel that has exposed wire

Make sure power tools are used with properly rated 
extension cords

�Never repair damaged cords with tape

Don’t overload circuits – that can cause a fire
