WILL IT

Pulled back head and/or ears
Tense body or stiff tail

Wrinkled brow

Rolled eyes so the whites show
Flicking tongue

Intense stare or backing away

Stand your ground when threatened.

Don’t run!
G O Carry repellent

Use your bag, backpack or purse
as a barrier

Back slowly away

Ask for proof of rabies vaccination
Clean the wound right away
Call your doctor immediately
